A New Day, A New Year for Dusty Rose

On December 31, CPAA
Director Zella Anderson
received a call from Pat
Wadsworth, who had
stopped at the A-Plus Store
on Cameron and Herr
Streets in Harrisburg. As she
was walking to her car, she
saw something move near
the dumpster on the side of
the building. She went
to investigate and saw a
medium-sized red Pit Bull
huddled in the dumpster
amidst the trash. Pat no-
ticed that some of the dog's
internal organs were hang-
ing out of her.

Distressed to see the
poor dog, Pat called 911
and asked for the police to
be dispatched to the loca-
tion. When the police ar-
rived, they told her they
could not do anything be-
cause the dog was not ag-
gressive. They also advised
her that they could not take

the dog to the Harrisburg
Humane Society because
the City did not have a con-
tract with the shelter. The
officers suggested Pat sim-
ply leave the dog where she
was, suffering in the cold.
Undaunted, Pat made
some phone calls and even-
tually reached Zella, and
asked if CPAA could help
the dog. Zella called several
CPAA volunteers, who went
to the dog and immediately
transported her to the Ani-
mal Emergency & Referral

Center of York. There, the
dog, now named Dusty
Rose, was diagnosed as hav-
ing a prolapsed uterus,
which means that her
uterus had been expelled
from her body, a very pain-
ful and life threatening con-
dition. The doctors at the
York ER performed surgery
on Dusty Rose in the early
morning hours of New
Year's Day. The next day,
Dusty Rose was transferred
to Lamb's Gap Animal Hos-
pital in Mechanicsburg for
further monitoring in the
next week.

Dusty is recovering well
and is in a loving foster
home. Thanks to Pat, CPAA
volunteers, the York ER, and
Lamb's Gap Animal Hospi-
tal, what could have been a
very sad ending to the year
2011 for Dusty Rose turned
out to be a very happy be-
ginning to the year 2012. =

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Owen’s Story

Cold and completely alone, the small
pup struggled to survive. No one to feed
him. No one to bring him water. No one
to offer him the slightest bit of comfort.
The porch of an abandoned house in the
Allison Hill neighborhood of Harrisburg
was all the tiny dog had to call home.

In November, a neighbor noticed the
little dog and called Humane Officer,

Ron Hollister, for help. Ron was tied up
with obligations at his regular job so he
put in a call to Zella Anderson of CPAA.
Zella arranged a veterinary appointment
at Lamb’s Gap Animal Hospital since she
was almost certain the little dog would
need immediate care. She had no idea just
how much care he would need.

When Zella arrived, the neighbor
showed her to where the little dog was
living. Among the old towels he was left in,
there was a note saying "l found this dog.
Don't touch him. He is very sick. Can any-
one help him?" By this point, the little dog
was barely alive.

“In my over 20 years in rescue, | have
never seen a dog so thin,” says Zella. She
scooped him up quickly and off they went

to the offices of Lamb’s Gap Animal Hospi-
tal. He was immediately started on IV flu-
ids and tested for the Parvo virus. Thank-
fully, the Parvo test turned out negative...
one hurdle cleared, but plenty more to
come. It became evident that he would
need round-the-clock care during this
crucial stage of his recovery, so Zella trans-

ferred him to the Animal Emergency and
Referral Center of York.

The little dog was just skin and bones,
but he was a survivor, and it was time for
him to have a proper name. A CPAA volun-
teer bestowed the name Owen on the little
dog. He had crossed over from homeless,
abandoned, orphan to Owen, a little dog
loved by many.

Owen stayed at the Animal Emergency
and Referral Center of York for four full days,
receiving much needed nourishment, antibi-
otics, IV fluids, and other medications.
Thanks to Zella’s efforts, the veterinari-
ans and staff at Lamb’s Gap Animal Hos-
pital, Animal Emergency and Referral
Center of York, and Lynn Briner of Furry
. Friends Network, who opened her heart
and home to nurse Owen back to
health, Owen will live to see many more
days.

Owen is a nine-month old Pit Bull and
thriving in his foster home with Lynn. On
the day he was found, he weighed in at
just 18 pounds and was near death from
starvation and dehydration. November
4th, the day of his rescue, was incredibly
cold and the temperatures dipped below
freezing that night. It is unlikely that he
would have survived even one more night on
his own.

Thankfully, Owen did survive. His future
looks bright, and he is ready for adoption
and a home of his very own. If you would
like more information on adopting Owen,
please contact Zella at zella@cpaa.info.
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on our resources, but there
is no other option for us.
Saving lives is our top prior-
ity, and we will do whatever
it takes to give these dogs a
chance at life.

However, we cannot do
it alone. This is a crisis, a life
or death situation for many
of the animals roaming the
streets of Harrisburg. The
only way to see ourselves
through this crisis is to
come together as a commu-
nity to help these dogs.

Do you have a warm
spot in your home to house
a dog temporarily? CPAA is
in dire need of foster homes
for city dogs. We cover the
cost of vet care and food,
but we need people to
provide each dog with a
warm place to sleep and a
little TLC until they find
their forever families.

Do you have a few
dollars to spare? CPAA has
established “Dusty Rose’s
Fund” — named after the
5-year-old pit bull with the
prolapsed uterus — to pay
for the medical costs of city
dogs rescued by CPAA and
its member rescues. CPAA
has spent more than $8,000
on medical care for city
dogs so far, and there ap-
pears to be no end in sight.

The dogs cannot wait.
They cannot wait for a
warm, safe place to sleep.
They cannot wait for food
and medical care. They can-
not wait... for a contract.

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No Longer Alone: Saving

Just over a year ago, a
call for help rang out for
two dogs in Harrisburg. It
was a call like so many oth-
ers. The dogs were in dire
need, they had been aban-
doned in an empty house
after the owner moved, and
they were starving. Left
completely alone, the dogs
were at the mercy of the
world around them. Fortu-
nately, it was our little cor-
ner of the world. Almost
immediately, every part of
CPAA began to move on
behalf of these two dogs —
Nyla and Leah.

The first call went to
Ron Hollister of Phoenix
Rescue Group. Ronis a
Humane Police Officer and
he quickly arranged to visit
the dogs to assess the situa-
tion. It was easy for him to
determine that the dogs
were in need of outside
intervention, and he organ-
ized their trip to the safety
of rescue. Once the girls
were in Ron’s care, the
wheels of rescue began to
move and pleas for help
went out far and wide.

As you might imagine,
finding a place for two
starving, older, pit bull girls
two weeks before the holi-
days was no small task, es-
pecially with little informa-
tion available about their
history and temperament.
Although several of CPAA’s
rescue partners helped to
spread the word about the
plight of Nyla and Leah,
there wasn’t an open foster
home to be found. CPAA
stepped in to sponsor the
girls and provide their spay
surgeries, vaccinations and

additional medical care,
while Diamond Dog Rescue
stepped in to help with
lodging.

Diamond Dog Rescue
operates out of three com-
mercial kennel facilities.

director of the rescue, Pat
Weiskopf, was quick to offer
the girls safe haven at the
kennel. A quick trip to
Shrewsbury, and the girls
were surrounded by people
with kind words, gentle
hands, and plenty of TLC. It
was here, in the security of
Diamond Dog Rescue’s ken-
nel accommodations that
the girls would stay until
June when spaces finally
opened up at the prison in
CPAA’s HOPE Dogs Program.

Nyla and Leah made the
trek to the prison and were
greeted by a small group of
dedicated inmates intent on
giving the girls wonderful
new memories to replace
the sad ones from their
past. Before long, everyone
on the cell block was in love
with both Nyla and Leah.
With more love, attention,
and training than they could
have hoped for, the girls
began to heal in every way
imaginable.

The only missing piece
of the puzzle was a home
for each of the girls. They
were so sweet and wonder-
fully behaved that they
were regulars at HOPE
adoption events, but still
they waited. But, their for-
tunes began to change in
September. As luck would
have it, a home for each of
the girls came almost at the
same time.

Nyla “paroled” first with
her new folks, Anita and
Keith. They fell in love as
soon as they met her. They
gave her a wonderful home,
a picture window, a special
bed and a brand new, par-

return, Nyla has given them
endless kisses, constant com-
panionship, and a loyalty that
knows no bounds.

While Nyla was settling into
her new home, Leah was get-
ting to know her new, potential
canine sister, Shyann, in the
hope they would hit it off.

friends, Alicia and Tim, for a
weekend sleepover with her

new buddy. They were instant

friends and a truly fantastic
match. Before the weekend

was over, Alicia and Tim were

already making the arrange-

ments to bring Leah home per-

manently. After her arrival,
they changed the spelling of

her name to Leia to better re-

flect her princess status and

Nyla has now found her happy ending.

OnJune 11, 2012, com-
munities all over the United
States will end the killing of
healthy and treatable ani-
mals, even if it is just for
one day. Traditional animal
shelters, animal control
centers, no kill shelters and
rescue groups are taking a
pledge to work together to
empty the shelters the
good way.

Adorable puppies, kit-
tens, cats and dogs — all
available for adoption — will
put their best paw forward
to encourage Americans to
open their hearts and
homes and adopt. Special
adoption events will take

place all across the nation.
What is a day? There
are many ways to answer
that question. A day is 24
hours. A day is how we
measure how much time
we spend at work. A day

can be something we look
forward to, a celebration of
some kind. But in U.S. ani-
mal shelters, a day repre-
sents 10,411 lives need-
lessly lost. To most people,
June 11 is Just One Day.
But, June 11 is a day that
could change everything for
10,411 companion animals,
and a day that can change
the world. On June 11,
2012, we could be a No Kill
nation.

For Just One Day,
“Euthanasia Technicians”
will put down their syringes
and pick up cameras. In-
stead of injecting animals
with lethal doses of sodium
pentobarbital, they will

To all of you, CPAA is more grateful than we can easily say.
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What Does CPAA Do?

1. CPAA provides free
and low-cost spay/neuter
surgeries and vaccines for
pets in the Central PA area
(Dauphin, Cumberland,
York, and Perry counties)
through its “De-Sex in the
City” Program; FREE
spay/neuter surgeries and
vaccines for any Pit Bull or
Pit Bull mix, or for pets
whose owners cannot af-
ford the surgeries; and low-
cost spay/neuter surgeries
and vaccines for pet owners
who can afford to give a
donation toward those ser-
vices. All surgeries and vac-
cinations are done in the
offices of CPAA’s veterinary
partners. In 2011, CPAA
provided surgeries for al-
most 1,000 dogs and cats,
including 240 spay/neuter
surgeries for Pit Bulls and
Pit Bull mixes.

2. CPAA provides a free
Trap/Neuter/Return (TNR)
program, as funds allow,
for stray and free-roaming
cats called Fixin’ to Save
Lives. Thanks to the help of
local veterinarians, dedi-
cated volunteers, and
CPAA’s spay/neuter van,
CPAA was able to increase
the reach of this program
by holding four on-site clin-
ics that provided spay/ neu-
ter surgeries, vaccines, and
flea and parasite treatment
to 150 feral or free-roaming
cats.

4. CPAA holds low-cost
vaccine and microchipping
clinics in its mobile veteri-
nary unit on a regular basis
throughout Central PA. In
2011, CPAA’s vaccine and
microchipping clinics helped
over 1,500 people and their
pets and raised more than
$20,000 for CPAA’s
spay/neuter programs.

5. CPAA sponsors the
Hounds of Prison Education
Program (HOPE) at the
State Correctional Institu-
tion at Camp Hill, PA. HOPE
works with its member res-
cue partners to pair dogs
with behavioral issues with
carefully screened inmates
for training and socializa-
tion so that the dogs can be
placed into forever homes.
To date, over 125 dogs have
found second chances
because of the partnership
between their rescues and
the HOPE Program.

6. CPAA sponsors the
Helping Hounds program,
which trains rescue dogs to
become companion, ther-
apy, and/or psychiatric ser-
vice dogs, to aid combat
veterans living with Post-
Traumatic Stress Disorder.
7. CPAA provides its mem-
ber rescue partners with
free spay/neuter surgeries
for any animal rescued in
PA from a shelter or puppy

mill, or from a stray or
neglect situation, and pro-
vides $500 annually to
member rescues for veteri-
nary expenses. In 2011,
CPAA spent more than
$10,000 on these vital ser-
vices .
8. CPAA supports the ef-
forts of its member rescue
partners by promoting
adoption of orphaned dogs
and cats. In 2011, CPAA’s
member rescue partners
found forever homes for
more than 1,500 dogs and
almost 500 cats. CPAA also
educates the public on the
hazards of buying from a
pet store, puppy mill, or
breeder, and encourages
the community to consider
volunteering as a foster
home for an animal in need.
9. CPAA provides free
professional training and
behavioral support to foster
homes of its member res-
cue partners through its
Pawsitive Alternatives pro-
gram. Foster homes are
paired with professional
trainers who provide the
tools, skills, and strategies
to help each foster home
manage difficult behaviors
and set their foster animal
on the road to adoption.
10. CPAA sponsors the Anti-
Dogfighting Task Force. The
task force provides public
outreach and education on

the crime of dogfighting at
every CPAA event, dissemi-
nates educational materials
throughout Harrisburg and
the surrounding areas,
maintains a hotline for re-
porting of dogfighting or
suspicions of dogfighting,
has a team of law enforce-
ment officials that investi-
gates every tip received (all
information is kept confi-
dential), provides training
to police officers on dog
behavior, and runs dog
training classes in the City
of Harrisburg for the pets of
residents. The anti-dog-
fighting PSA may be viewed
at www.cpaa.info; watch
for it to appear on local
television stations.

11. CPAA helps animals in
dire situations. Please read
about Dusty Rose, Owen
and Julie on pages 2, 3 and
18, respectively, in this is-
sue.

12. CPAA provides fund-
raising, adoption, and pub-
lic awareness events to its
member rescue partners
including the Grateful Dog
Walk & 5K Run, Yappy
Hours, Compassion with
Fashion, and WoofStock.

In 2011, The Grateful Dog
Walk and 5K Run and
WoofStock raised over
$55,000 for CPAA and its

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Tommy and Mason’s

story began in February of
2011 when Tommy adopted
Mason through CPAA and the
HOPE Program. Since then,
they’ve been working dili-
gently toward preparing for
their service dog certifica-
tion. Tommy is a veteran of
the Viet Nam war and lives
with Post Traumatic Stress
Disorder (PTSD) as a result of
his military service. When we
last left Mason and Tommy,
they were helping each other
to thrive and well on their
way to their training goals.
Mason has become an
obedience superstar. He
earned his training vest over
the summer and has taken
the responsibility of that vest
very seriously. Mason knows
a wide variety of commands

including all the basics. In
@ition, he knows the touch

command, which helps to
alleviate Tommy’s anxiety.
He knows how to turn on the
lights and check a room for
safety. He knows how to “go
say hi” to others to offer the
comfort only a dog can give.
He is always aware of where
Tommy is and how he’s feel-
ing. And, he has begun react-
ing to Tommy’s emotional
cues as if the two of them
have their own special lan-
guage.

At a recent speaking en-
gagement, Tommy was able
to share his personal story
with a room full of people he
had never before met. He
helped each of the attendees
better understand what it’s
like to live with the symp-
toms of PTSD. And, when
sharing the details of his stor-
ing became overwhelming
for him, Mason awoke from a

sound sleep to comfort his
friend. He immediately went
to Tommy’s side, nuzzled his
soft head into Tommy’s out-
stretched hand and focused
on him until he could sense
that Tommy had settled.
Their bond was unmistakable
and left the entire room in
awe of the friendship before
them.

Tommy and Mason, along
with Doug and Tanner, also
of Helping Hounds, have
taken charge of organizing
our feral cat shelter construc-
tion project. Thanks to their
leadership, many cats will be
enjoying the warmth and
comfort of a well-built shel-
ter this winter. Tommy and
Mason have also taken on a
mentor role within the Help-
ing Hounds program. They
are sharing their experience
in an effort to help other

veterans and dogs reach the
same milestones they have
reached.

This month, Tommy and
Mason will be taking the Pub-
lic Access Certification test in
order to earn their official
service dog certification. Stay
tuned to hear the results and
all about their new adven-

Regardless of whether
the cats are fixed on-site in
CPAA’s van or transported
to one of the offices of
CPAA’s participating veteri-
narians, a safe, warm recov-
ery area is required to house
the cats for up to 72 hours
after their surgery. The cats
must be monitored during
this time and be provided
with food and water. A
heated garage, a heated
basement, or an enclosed
heated porch area works
well. Portable heaters may
also be used. The cats may
remain in the trap during
their recovery period.

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Anti-Dogfighting Task Force Update

Recently, CPAA received
a picture of Duke, who was
used as a bait dog in dog
fights. Bait dogs are usually
sweet dogs who don’t fight
back—they are used as
“bait” to teach other dogs
to fight and make them
hungry for the smell of
blood.

Duke was found, near
death, along the side of the
road and taken to a shelter
where he was about to be
killed. Duke was one of the
lucky ones. He was rescued
at the eleventh hour and
taken to a foster home
where he will be able to
heal, both inside and out.
He is now with people who
love him and will care for
him until he can be placed
for adoption.

Dogs like Duke are the
reason CPAA formed its
