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Foster Care for Animals: The Backbone of Rescue Organizations

If you have noticed that
we continue to include
articles on fostering and its
importance to saving the
lives of animalsyou are
correct! We can't overstate
the need rescues have for
foster homes.Unless peo-
ple are wiling to open their
homes and hearts to an
orphaned animal, rescues
are simply unable to help
the hundreds of animals
that need our help each
week. These animals in-
clude those that have been
abused, neglected, or aban-
doned. Animals who had
homes but their owners no
longer want thembecause
they are an inconven-
ience. Or their owners are
moving and they can't take
their pet with them.Or, the
cute little puppy got too
big. And then there are the
dogs and cats in filletb-
overflowing shelters who
will be killed if they aren't
pulled by a rescue organiza-
tion. Help us save the lives
of these animals.Please
consider being a foster par-
ent to just one of them.

Q: What are the responsi-
bilities of a foster parent
versus the rescue group?

A: Foster homes provide
love and shelter, while the
rescue group pays for food,
supplies and all medical
expenses. A foster home is
precious to a rescue group
because the foster parent
gets to know the animal's
personality and helps the
rescue group match the pet
with the perfect forever
home. The foster parent
must be able to transport
the animal, when needed,
to and from vet appoint-

ments and weekend adop-
tion events.

Q: How long would a fos-
ter dog or cat stay in my
home?

A: The average time an
animal is fostered is several
weeks; however, it could be
as little as a few days or as
much as a few months.
Foster animals get adopted
at different rates depending
on age, breed, gender and
ability to get along with
children or other animals.
Although rescue groups
prefer an animal remains in
one foster home until a
permanent home is found,
they realize this is not al-
ways possible. Foster par-
ents have the right to dis-
continue fostering at any
time for any reason.

Q: Why is fostering
necessary?

A: CPAA and its member
rescues rely on a foster net-
work to provide temporary
homes for rescued animals.
Our animals are kept in
foster homes until they are
placed in permanent, loving
homes of their own.

Q: What if | already have
another pet? What about
children?

A: Many people with chil-
dren and pets foster ani-
mals. The rescue group will
gather as much information
as possible on the back-
ground of its rescue animals
and their ability to get along
with children and other
animals. You, of course,
need to know your children

Q: What do | need to be a
foster parent?

A: If you are a compas-

sionate, patient and com-
mitted person who is flexi-
